FILM & PERFORMANCE

SHORT FILM GUIDELINES

1. the student director will use the following gear:

a. DV camcorder and tripod (Canon GL2 preferably)
b. Sennheiser boom microphone, boom pole, 50’ XLR cable, and adapter.

2. The finished product will be 8-12 minutes in length. No more than 15 minutes will be permitted. This time parameter meets the criteria of most film festivals. 
3. The raw footage can be edited with IMovie, Final Cut, or Avid. Since there is minimal hardware instruction with this class, anyone desiring to learn Final Cut or Avid must do so on their own.
4. Finished product to be submitted on a miniDV tape or DVD (TBA)
STUDENTS WILL BE EVALUATED ON THE FOLLOWING:

1. How well the students adhere to the technical standards (framing, lighting, editing sound) the instructor required on COM 3210 projects.

2. How well the student director was able to translate the screenplay to the screen.
3. How well the student director directed their actors to tell the story in the film.

4. How closely the student director adhered to the time parameters.
