CREW DESCRIPTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
1. DIRECTOR   The person in charge of the production taping. Coordinates all other tasks so everything is working together properly while the show is being taped.

2. TECHNICAL DIRECTOR (TD)  Operates the video switcher per Director’s commands. 

3. CHARACTER GENERATOR (CG)  Types out program titles on a word processor-type device. Enables the titles to appear on the screen at the Director’s command
4. ASSISTANT DIRECTOR (AD)  Keeps track of the show’s running time. Announces time cues to the Director and Floor Manager via headset communication.
5. TAPE OPERATOR Supervises the recording the program
6. AUDIO 1 Operates audio mixing console, sets up studio microphones, sets and checks audio levels. Monitors sound levels throughout the taping of the show.

7. AUDIO 2 Assists Audio 1 and operates the CD players

8. CAMERAS 1, 2, 3  Follows commands from Director on where to place the camera shot.   

9. FLOOR MANAGER (FM)  Keeps order on studio floor. Passes along cues to talent from ASSISTANT DIRECTOR.   Shows time cue cards to the HOST

10. LIGHT BOARD OPERATOR  Turns of house lights and activates set lights on cue before the show. Switches off set lights and turns on house lights after the taping of the show is completed. 

11. HOST Always seated on Stage Left. Controls flow and tempo of the show. Must keep guests involved in the conversation. Must keep the Floor Manager in the corner of the eye to receive time cues and special directions.

12. GUEST(S) Always seated Stage Right. Answers HOST’s questions in a clear, conversational tone. Good posture and eye contact is a must.
