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READING: THEME 1: JOURNEYS
BASE WORDS AND ENDINGS
STANDARDS FOLLOWED:

PDE R4.A.1.2—Apply word recognition skills. 

OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will apply word recognition skills to decoding adjectives with the suffixes –er and –est added to them 
ANTICIPATORY SET:
1. The teacher will distribute a two page worksheet to the class. On page 1, three sentences are written based on the short story “Akiak” read by the students during the previous two lessons. The sentence 1 contains a base word adjective with no added suffix. The last sentence 2 and 3 feature the same base word with the suffixes –er and –est. To differentiate the instruction to accommodate all reading levels in this class, the exact three sentences will also be written on the white board in the front of the room. The teacher will also slowly read the sentences out loud. The suffixes attached to the base words in sentence 2 and 3 will be circled and defined for meaning. The students are asked to circle all the suffixes. The teacher will give the class a few more examples using the words green, large, and wet to clarify the differences between the two suffixes discussed in this lesson.    

PROCEDURE: 
2. Students in the class will be paired up based on reading level. They will need to bring their yellow LA journals, a pencil, and their lesson worksheets if they are moving to a different desk in the room.  The newly paired students will cooperate and work together during the remainder of this lesson. 
3. On page 2 of the handout is a list of six base word adjectives. The students will write out the form of each base word with the –er and the –est suffix.
4. The students will select any four base word adjectives from page 2 and compose, in their LA journals, four complete sentences, two using the –er suffix and two using the –est suffix. Since upper and lower reading group members will be cooperating, the task should be manageable for the time frame allotted for this lesson.  
MATERIALS:
1. lesson worksheets
2. LA journals

3. pencils
ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will complete the lesson worksheet and compose four original sentences in their LA journals based on this lesson. The worksheet will be handed in at the end of the lesson.
