ANTICIPATORY SET

1. Play Vocabulary Bingo! using words from Chapters 1 and 2. This will review the previous day’s lesson and reinforce knowledge of vocabulary words. 

PROCEDURE: 

2. Review predictions from the end of yesterday’s lesson.

3. Continue read-aloud with students. 8-10 lines each. Chapters 3 and 4. 
Pages 25-43.
4. Introduce new vocab words from Chapters 3 and 4—ferry, bow, stern, tow, reverse engine, forward engine, lurched, shriek, pilot house.

5. Closure question.

6. Seatwork directions--answer 5 comprehension questions based on
Chapters 3 and 4. 

MATERIALS:

5. Handout with comprehension questions

ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will complete the 5 comprehension questions in their LA journals.

CLOSURE:
