OBJECTIVES: 

1. Develop fluency and comprehension by reading the short story “The Forest” by David Bellamy.
ANTICIPATORY SET

1. Turn to page E30 in Science textbook. Have 2 students read this introductory passage. Review concept of “community” from yesterday’s lesson and the chain that represented the interaction and interdependence among its parts.  
PROCEDURE: 

2. Students will take turns reading paragraphs of the story.
3. After each paragraph, stop and check comprehension. Identify challenge vocabulary, teacher or student prompted.

4. Use discussion questions in teacher’s manual to reinforce comprehension.

5. Write responses in LA journals.

MATERIALS:

1. Science text
2. LA journals

ASSESSMENT:

1. Check comprehension questions in LA journals
CLOSURE:

1. Ask how a forest food chain can be a part of a web. This sets up the Forest Food Chain/Web game to be played later in the day during science.
