OBJECTIVES: 

1. Develop fluency and comprehension by reading the passage on page 14 of “Rain Forest” of the Fast Forward series by David Salariya.

2. Increasing understanding of the rain forest environment. 

ANTICIPATORY SET

1. Ask students about indigenous people of the rain forest. Make connection to their other LA project on this subject.  

PROCEDURE: 

2. Teacher reads the passage aloud.

3. The group does a choral reading. .

4. Identify key vocabulary words—existence, cultivate, domesticate, and dweller, pygmy. Ask students if they can define the meanings of the words through context clues. Discuss the passage. 

5. Partners will read aloud to each other. Give directions for partner reading.

6. Closure question.

7. Seatwork directions--answer 5 comprehension questions based on the passage, define vocabulary words using dictionary.

8. During seatwork, ask each student to read the passage to the teacher to check their fluency.

MATERIALS:

2. LA journals

4. Handout with comprehension questions

ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will complete the 5 comprehension questions in their LA journals.

2. Students will read the passage to the teacher privately.
