ANTICIPATORY SET

1. Ask students if they’ve ever been on large boat or ferry and ask what they remember about it.  

PROCEDURE: 

2. Identify locations mentioned in the story by showing geographic map on the inside cover of the book.

3. Students take turns reading 8-10 lines consecutive from pg 8-24
4. Identify key vocabulary words—channel, pier, whistle cord, speaking tube, forward and reverse engine, first mate, topsail, forward sail, gang-plank by playing a game called Vocabulary Detective.
5. Closure question.

6. Seatwork directions--answer 5 comprehension questions based on
Chapters 1 and 2. 
MATERIALS:

1. 10 texts

2. LA journals

3. Pencils

4. Handout with comprehension questions

ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will complete the 5 comprehension questions in their LA journals.

1. Predict what may happen in future chapters of the book. Any clues in Chapters 1 and 2 that might tell you?
