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READING: THEME 1: JOURNEYS
“GRANDFATHER’S JOURNEY”
STANDARDS FOLLOWED:

PDE R1.3.3.A—Read and understand works of literature.

PDE R1.3.3.F—Read and respond to non-fiction and fiction including poetry and drama 

OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will identify the elements required in the creation of haiku, a form of poetry that originated in Japan. 
ANTICIPATORY SET:
1. The teacher asks the students if they’ve ever written a poem before. The teacher asks the class if they’ve ever hear of the word haiku. The teacher the Japanese poetry form of haiku, which relates to the main character in “GRANDFATHER’S JOURNEY”. (DISTRIBUTE SHEETS) An introductory example will be a haiku selection that will be written on the board and also handed out on a worksheet. The students will be asked to underline each syllable and identify the pattern or meter of haiku (three lines, of a 5-7-5 syllable pattern) 

PROCEDURE: 
2. The teacher will meet with both reading upper and lower level reading groups as a whole class.
3. Students will be asked to create their own haiku on any subject they wish, as long as it fits the established pattern or meter.
4. A sloppy copy first draft will be created of the haiku poem.

5. A READ, STOP (partner check syllables) and REREAD step will be conducted with a partner.

6. The final draft will be written on a sheet of blank white paper and cut out with scissors.

7. This piece of white paper with the haiku written on it will be glued to a sheet of colored construction paper.

8. The sheet of colored construction paper will be decorated with colored pencils or markers. The decorations should be related to the content of the student’s haiku.

MATERIALS:
1. lesson worksheets
2. blank sheets of white paper
3. colored markers/pencils
4. sheets of colored construction paper

ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will complete their haiku projects and present them orally to the class.

CLOSURE:
1. The students will be asked about their reactions to poetry writing and haiku. Did it help them understand something about the culture of Japan?
