OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will identify the main ideas, relevant details, generalizations, in Segment 2 of the story “Akiak.” 

2. Students will retell and summarize the major ideas and themes in Segment 2 of the story “Akiak.”
ANTICIPATORY SET
1. The teacher will take a few minutes to review the plot developments of Segment 1 and check on the progress of their Segment 1 assessment (see S1 lesson plan)  

PROCEDURE: 
2. Students will make verbal predictions about what will happen to Akiak during Segment 2. 

3. The students will begin to take turns reading chapter Day 8” through “Day 10” in the story. At the end of each chapter, the students will summarize the major ideas, details, and themes.
4. Throughout this reading process, the students will identify key vocabulary words and record them in their language arts (LA) journals.

5. The teacher will discuss the use of the literary device PERSONIFICATION

MATERIALS:

ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will list and define key vocabulary words found in Segment 2 in their LA journals.

2. Students will answer the following questions (in complete sentences) in their LA journals about segment 2:

a. Write THREE sentences about Akiak’s challenge to survive on her own in the wilderness.
b. List THREE examples of PERSONIFICATION used by the author in the story. You may look through everything read so far (“Day 1” through “Day 10”). Write ONE sentence of your own (not from the story) that uses PERSONIFICATION.
c. Summarize the story in Segment 2 in THREE sentences.
