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Session 3&4: HOW MUCH MONEY?

STANDARDS FOLLOWED:


PDE M2.2.3.A—Apply addition and subtraction in everyday situations using concrete objects.

PDE M2.2.3.E—Use estimation skills to arrive at conclusions.

PDE M2.1.3.E—Count compare, and make change using coins and one dollar bills.

OBJECTIVES: 

1. Students will use math manipulatives based on U.S. currency and calculators to estimate and calculate amounts of money with addition and subtraction.

ANTICIPATORY SET:

1. Students will be asked to review what they learned in the previous day’s lessons on coins and currency and the importance of knowing different ways to calculate amounts of money.

PROCEDURE: 

2. The students will again work in pairs, based on developmental level.

3. The students will play three games as a class: Hidden Coins, Close to 100 (with different rules), and Collecting Dollars.

4. The playing of these three games will be spread out over two days.

MATERIALS:

1. Student Sheet 7

2. Math manipulatives

3. Overhead and screen

ASSESSMENT:

1. A 10 item traditional assessment will be given to the students to assess their knowledge of how to add and subtract money. They can use calculators and they must use money manipulatives to explain their answers.

CLOSURE:

1. The teacher will ask the students to review what are the different ways to count money based on the Segment 1 and 2 lessons.
