OBJECTIVES: 

1. Problem solve questions from lessons 4-16, 5-1, 5-2, 5-3, 5-5, 5-11, 7-1.

ANTICIPATORY SET:

1. Five-minute multiplication flash card game. Students provide instant recall.

PROCEDURE: 

2. Play a game where each group of four competes to answer a sample test question. The group that thinks they have solved the question correctly will come to the board and show their work. The teacher selects the representative from each group. Supplying just the answers will not count.

3. Teacher ensures that all groups have the right answer before continuing. 

4. The questions for this game are based on the WCASD Math Grade 4 Multiplication and Division Performance Task assessment.
