STANDARDS FOLLOWED:


PDE ST3.1.4.C—Illustrate patterns that occur and reoccur in nature (growth pattern in plants).

OBJECTIVES: 

1. Identify how temperature and rainfall affect forest growth.
ANTICIPATORY SET:

1. A potted plant simulates a tree. The plant is watered. Predict how the water affects growth. Predict how the temperature in the classroom could affect growth. Place potted plant by the window. Predict any changes.
PROCEDURE:

3. World map handout. Color code temperature zones.

4. Review text material to supplement discussion.
