STANDARDS FOLLOWED:


PDE ST3.1.4.C—Illustrate patterns that occur and reoccur in nature (growth pattern in plants).

OBJECTIVES: 

1. Identify characteristics of rain forests that grow in tropical zones. 

2. Identify the four layers of plants in the rain forest.

3. Compare the varieties of plants and animals to deciduous and coniferous forests.

ANTICIPATORY SET:

1. A CD-R of rainforest images will be shown to the class.

PROCEDURE: 

2. Identify the four layers of the rain forest—emergent layer, canopy layer, understory, and forest-floor.
3. Identify plant and animal diversity of rain forest environment by reviewing “Variety in Forests” lesson

4. Distribute rain forest handout and complete in class. Incomplete worksheets assigned as homework.

5. Distribute and explain extra credit packet.
