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Lesson Plan 6
JUMP INTO GRAPHING
1.  GRADE LEVEL: 3-5
2.  OBJECTIVE: Students will measure the distance they are able to perform a standing broad jump. The results will be tabulated using a bar graph.  
3.  PROCEDURE: 

a. Opening Activity—The teacher, dress up like a phys ed teacher, tells their students that he needs their help to determine how well he can do a standing broad jump. He then tells his students that they will use a bar graph to illustrate his results. The teacher uses masking tape to mark the launch point, and asks the students to use a tape measure to measure the length of his jump. The teacher jumps two more times and has the students measure the distance. The teacher and the class construct a simple bar graph illustrating the results of each of the teacher’s three jumps.
b. The teacher has the students change in their sneakers. They are told they will each take their turn and have their jumps measured by the teacher’s measuring tape. The students will proceed in alpha order. Each student in the class is asked to record in their notebooks the distance of each of their fellow classmate’s jumps. Each student will be allowed to jump twice and select their best jump. If the class size is too big, then only one jump will be permitted. If the class size is very small, up to three tries for each student can be permitted.
c. The students are then asked to take their recorded results and construct two bar graphs on graph paper that include every student’s name on the x axis and the measurement unit on the y axis. One bar graph will be for the boys, the other will be for the girls, in the spirit of fairness. Each student can be color coded using markers. 
4.  MATERIALS:
a. Teacher’s athletic clothing
b. Student’s sneakers
c. Masking tape
d. Measuring tape
e. Student’s notebooks and pencils
f. Graph paper

g. Colored markers

5.  ASSESSMENT:
a. Students complete the bar graph and submit for evaluation.
