Behavioral Objectives

Written in “ABCD” format= Audience, Behavior, Condition, Degree

1. Audience- for whom the lesson is intended

2. Behavior- refers to any viable activity displayed by a student. What the student will be able to do as a consequence of instruction. Usually takes the form of an action verb. The more specific the behavior the better ~ fewer interpretations. The teacher will be bale to observe the behavior and record the occurrence of the behavior.

3. Condition- circumstance or situation in which the student will perform. Detailed enough so that another person can recognize the intended behavior. Materials to be used can be specified.

a. Conditions stated as time: 

i. During ________class

ii. At 15 minute intervals

iii. Within three minutes

b. Conditions stated as allowances:

i. Using paper & pencil

ii. With assistance

iii. When questioned (or asked)

c. Conditions stated as restrictions:

i. Without assistance

ii. With eyes closed

d. Combinations can be used.

4. Degree- level of performance that will be accepted as correct or that indicates that the behavior is considered learned.

a. Degree stated as % or # correct:

i. 80% of the time

ii. At least 6 times

iii. 2 out of 3 trials

iv. Answers at least once

b. Degree stated as time limit:

i. Immediately

ii. Within 5 minutes

c. Degree stated as qualitative descriptions:

i. Legibly

ii. Neatly enough that the work does not require revision
1.  (Long term) Using the DLM Reading Lab, (name) will complete all word and activity cards for Units 1-8 with 100% accuracy by the end of the semester.

2. (Long term) Using the DLM Sight word Readers, (name) will orally read books 1-8 making no more that 3 self-corrected mistakes per book and complete the books by the end of the semester. In order for a mistake not to count against the student, it must be self-corrected within a 2 second time lapse following pronunciation.

3. (Short term) Shown word cards (1-25) Unit 1, (name) will pronounce each word on the cards with no verbal prompts from the teacher and with 100% accuracy.

4. (Short term) Shown words (1-25) Unit 1, (name) will point to the “new” word contained in a sentence with 100% accuracy.

5. (Long term) By the end of the semester (name) will write all 26 upper case letters in cursive; at least half of the letters must be written within the one space area, and at least half must be recognizable to an observer.

6. (Short term) By the end of the semester, (name) will copy three, five word sentences written in cursive. At least half of the letters must be within the designated one space area; at least half of the words must be recognizable to an observer.

7. (Short term) Using only one hand, Mike will bounce a basketball for 10 seconds without losing control of the ball.

8. (Short term) In 10 consecutive trials, Sue can tie her own shoelaces in a bow without assistance 80% of the time.

9. (Short term) Given a large-mouthed glass and a half-pint carton of milk, Janet can pour the milk into a glass without spilling the milk.

10. (Short term) Given his lunch, Tom will eat without dropping the food into his lap each lunch period.

11. (Short term) Using the functional word list of 165 words, Sharon will name 50 of the words written on cards with 100% accuracy.

12. (Short term) Using his wheelchair, Leroy will stop his wheelchair at appropriate distances (no closer than 1 foot) from people and furniture when moving around the classroom.

13. (Short term) Using the contraction word cards, the students will match the correct contraction with the 2 words that create it 10 out of 12 times correctly.

14. (Short term) After completing the contractions, the students will write 5 sentences using at least 1 contraction in each sentence and using at least 7 words per sentence.

15. (Short term) Given the story Where the Wild Things Are, the students will orally read to the teacher for 1 minute with no more than 3 mistakes. 

16. (Short term) Given the story Where the Wild Things Are, the students will 

      complete a comprehension worksheet with 80% accuracy.
