OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will identify the main ideas, characters, settings, and generalizations based on a reading of the narrator’s script for the short film “The Stranger” using a graphic organizer 
2. Students will retell and summarize the major ideas and details of the short film adaptation of “The Stranger” using another type of graphic organizer after viewing it upon completion of the first objective.

ANTICIPATORY SET:

1. Students will be asked if they have ever read a written work and then watched the film adaptation… What mental processes took place during their initial viewing? 
2. Students may speak about how things were different in the text and the film adaptation. 

PROCEDURE:
1. Students will be given a text version of the narrator’s script of the short film “The Stranger.” Students will be asked to read it themselves silently. Afterwards, they will be asked to take turns reading aloud the text.

2. Using a Venn diagram drawn on the whiteboard, the students will take turns adding elements they have identified from the text. Upon completion, the instructor will review the diagram before the next step. During this step, the students will complete their own Venn diagram based on what is drawn on the whiteboard.

3. Students will then watch the short film adaptation of “The Stranger.”

4. After viewing, the students will work in small groups and complete a KWL graphic organizer based on what they have just viewed. Differences and similarities will be noted. Discussion to follow.  
MATERIALS:
1. Text of narrator’s script
2. Copies of Venn diagram and KWL chart
3. Laptop computer, LCD projector, sound system, screen
4. Whiteboard and markers

ASSESSMENT:

1. Students will submit completed graphic organizers as part of their grade. Participation will also be graded.
CLOSURE:

1. Ask student if this affects how they will compare text to visual adaptations. How does their imagination create mental images during reading and are those mental images recalled during the viewing?
