OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will identify the vocabulary terms, main ideas, relevant details, generalizations, in segment 1 of the story “Akiak.” 

2. Students will retell and summarize the major ideas and themes in segment 1 of the story “Akiak.”
ANTICIPATORY SET:

1. Students will read the biography of author/illustrator Robert Blake on page 28. Students will explain how the author’s life experiences could help him create a story about the Iditarod race.

PROCEDURE: 
2. Students will skim the text from pages 28-41 (Segment 1) and verbally make a prediction about the characters, settings, and plot and story. 

3. The students will begin to take turns reading chapters “Day 1” through “Day 7”. At the end of each chapter, the students will summarize aspects of character, setting, and plot.
4. Throughout this reading process, the students will identify key vocabulary words and record them in their language arts (LA) journals.

MATERIALS:

1. Students will list and define key vocabulary words found in Segment 1 in their LA journals.

2. Students will answer the following questions (in complete sentences) in their LA journals about Segment 1:

a. Name TWO main characters in this Segment 1. Write ONE sentence about each of them, using ONE key vocabulary word in each sentence.
b. Describe the setting of the story in TWO sentences. Use ONE key vocabulary word in each sentence..

c. List FIVE words or proper nouns used by the Aleut and Inuit tribes of Alaska and use ONE in a sentence.

d. Summarize the story so far in Segment 1 in THREE sentences.
